After the Golden Eagles opened the match with by picking u a forfeit at the 125 pound weight class, Lee Comstock and Mike Pietrowski picked up
a pair pins at the 133 and 149 pound weight class sandwiched around a 10-4 win by Brockport’s Deone Williams (Long Beach, NY/Long Beach)
to give the Tigers a 12-9 lead.

Shaheim Bradshaw (Huntington, NY/ Huntington), ranked second in the country picked up a 14-6 win at the 157 pound weight class to give the
lead back to the Golden Eagles for good, and Donald Williams (Kendall, NY/Kendall) followed with a 13-4 major decision at 165.
