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CCT Golden Knights split weekend contests 
A goal by Barry Edgar at 5:04 of the 

sudden-death overtime period wiped out 
Clarkson's attempt to be only the second 
team to defeat the University of New 
Hampshire on home ice this season. The 
only other team to down the Wildcats at 
home was Boston University. 

The loss for the Golden Knights was 
only their second in the last nine games 
and drops their ECAC Division I record 
to 14-6-1. Described by most as one of the 
top college hockey games of the season, 
the fourth place Golden Knights and the 
second place Wildcats battled up and 
down the ice until the overtime tally. 

Brian Shields again put on an amazing 
display of goal tending for Clarkson 
stopping 40 shots, 9 in the first period, 14 
in each of the second and third stanzas 
and three in overtime. New Hamp­
shire's Dan Magnarelli had 32 saves in 
the game, nine in the first period, 13 in 
the second, 7 in the third and 5 in 
overtime. 

Defenseman Bill .Blackwood again 
came through in the clutch for Clarkson. 

After scoring the winning goal in Friday 
night's 7-5 win over Northeastern, the 
Clarkson sophomore scored the tying 
tally at 13:13 of the third period against 
the Wildcats. 

Ail-American candidate Dave Taylor 
scored two goals for the Golden Knights, 
his second an impressive solo effort that 
saw him skate the length of the ice, 
around four defenders to beat 
Magnarelli to tie the score at three-
three. Clarkson's first goal was scored 
by Ogdensburg freshman Mark Mac-
Dougall. 

The Wildcats strengthened their hold 
on second place in the east and now have 
a 19-5-0 record. They will face Vermont, 
Colgate, and RPI before coming to 
Potsdam for a return engagement with 
the Golden Knights on March 3. 

Coach Jerry York's skaters will head 
south this weekend for unusual af­
ternoon' Division I games with the 
University of Pennsylvania and Prin­
ceton on Saturday sand Sunday af­
ternoons respectively. 

The Wildcats and the Golden Knights 
battled back and forth for over 33 
minutes before New Hampshire broke 
the scoreless deadlock at the 13:10 
mark. The Golden Knights had stopped 
five New Hampshire power plays in that 
33 minute period while never getting a 
chance to put their power play into 
action. 

Once the ice was broken, the goals 
came fast and furious with a total of five 
goals being scored in a five minute 
period. Rod Langway got that first goal 
for the Wildcats from Paul Powers and 
Cliff Cox.
