QS award dinner 
marks 19th year 

THIS YEAR MARKS the 19th anniversary of the Quality Students Awards 
Dinner, sponsored by the Tonawandas Industrial Expansion Corporation 
(TIEC). 

This year's program is planned for 6 p.m. Tuesday, March 19 at the 
Stephen Sikora American Legion Post, 950 Payne Ave., North Tonawanda. 

Business, labor, government and professional leaders of the communities 
will honor 90 of the leading seniors from Tonawanda, North Tonawanda and 
Cardinal O'Hara High Schools. 

Candidates for a Quality Student nomination must meet rigid criteria 
established by TIEC and applied by teachers and authorities in their 
schools. Each student must maintain an academic average placing them in 
the top 50 percent of their respective classes. 

LEADERSHIP IN THE classroom and/or community weighs heavily 
together with extra-curricular activities, and demonstrated qualities of 
citizenship also ar taken into consideration. 

Although scholastic achievement remains very important, TIEC re­
cognizes that trades and crafts are also important in individual devel­
opment. Generally speaking, they seek a combination of the characteristics 
that would exemplify what is sought in a "Quality Student.'' 

ACCORDING TO Robert M. Smith, chairman of the TIEC Committee that 
arranges the vent, the selection process begins with a list of the top 50 
percent of the best students as supplied by the principals of the participating 
schools. These lists, along with the selection criteria, are forwarded to the 
schools' faculties, who are then asked to name a specific number of those 
they feel most deserving. 

Names may be added at this point if it is considered that skill or leadership 
factors outweigh academic performance. The faculty lists are then returned 
and tabulated for final review. • 

THE QUALITY STUDENT Program was initiated by TIEC to recognize 
the best of our area students and to acknowledge publicly their ac­
complishments. It is hoped that highlighting their achievements will induce 
them to continue their education and benefit our communities as tomorrow's 
leaders.

In an effort to recoup an estimated $600,000 in unpaid property 
taxes, the Tonawanda Common Council Tuesday ordered a get-tough 
policy on 237 delinquent taxpayers. 

The crackdown will consist of City Attorney Joseph Cassata, who 
did not attend Tuesday's workshop meeting of the council, writing a 
strongly worded letter to those delinquent property owners advising 
them they have 60 days to begin making payment on their taxes or 
face possible foreclosure. 

In addition, after the grace period, the names of delinquent 
taxpayers would be published in the newspaper 

Some members of the council said the city should have more 
compassion on those property owners who are having difficulty 
making ends meet because of the area's high jobless rate 

Third Ward Alderman James Penberthy however, said he favored 
the city publishing an annual list of delinquent taxpayers to induce 
prompt payment. He said it was not fair to those who pay their taxes 
on time to allow others to ignore payment. 

Advocating a soft approach to the problem were Alderpersons Gayle 
Syposs, Alice Allen, Robert Gross and Bruno Bieniek. 

Ms. Allen said a majority of those in arrears are for small amounts 
under $2,000. 

Alderman Bieniek is the only official listed by name on the list of 

236 delinquent taxpayers obtained today from the city 
office. Mr Bieniek owes $619.69 for unpaid 1984 school 
$932.83 for unpaid 1984 city taxes on property at 250 William 

The list is considered a public record and available u 
according to the Freedom of Information Law

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4 percent 
water hike 
wins okay 
A four percent hike in water rates 

was approved informally Tuesday 
by the Tonawanda Common Council. 

The new rate would go into effect 
March 1 and be reflected in August 
billing, according to William Ball, 
superintendent of the Water De­
partment. 

Mr. Ball recommended an 8 per­
cent hike, but the council rejected 
the proposal in favor of the smaller 
increase. 

Mr. Ball said the increase would 
mean a hike of about $1.20 a year to 
the average water-user. 

The increase, the first in two 
years, would not affect sewer rates. 

Alderperson Gayle Syposs, 
chairman of the council's Water 
Committee, said the increase was 
needed to offset one-time retirement 
and capital Improvement costs. 

Council President Timothy Mur­
ray said he would prefer no rate 
increase, but said there is no 
alternative. 

Alderman Bruno Bieniek noted a. • 
recent state audit criticized the city 
for the number of residents on flat 
water rates and said the city should 
take measures to install water 
meters. 

However, Mr. Murray said, in. 
some cases homes without base­
ments are not able to accommodate 
meters. He also said in some cases 
those on flat rates pay more for 
water than if they were on metered 
service. 

The rate increase was approved 
as the council began talks on the 1985 
city and water budgets. 

A line-by-line review of the pro­
posed budget was included. Council 
President Murray said the council 
Tuesday was unable to determine 
any tenative rate effects because all 
revenue and expenditure figures 
were not in hand. 

He said he is hopeful those figures 
would be available Tuesday when 
the council meets in formal session. 

The council also still is involved in 
negotiations with police, fire and 
public works unions. The outcome of 
those talks will be a factor in the 
budget because salaries represent 
half of the budget, according to City 
Treasurer Alan P. Minney. 

The budget is scheduled for adop­
tion March 8. 

UMTA head 
blasts NFTA 
for Inefficiency' 
The head of the U.S. Urban Mass 

Transportation Administration has 
said the Niagara Frontier Trans­
portation Authority was one of the 
"least efficient'' transit agencies in 
the country. 

UMTA head Ralph Stanley 
today responding to NFTA crit­

icism of President Reagan's budget 
proposal, said tbe NFTA was 
"among those transit agencies that 
are the least efficient in the 
country." 

Last week NFTA officials said 
proposed cuts in the federal mass 
transportation budget would 
severely hurt it* transit system, 
which includes bus service in Erie 
and Niagara counties and Buffalo's 
new 6 4 mile light rail rapid transit 
system. 

Stanley suggested that the 
NFTA s answer to federal budget 
cuts was to seek subsidies from the 
state. 

"New York State is in a situation 
where it has a significant surplus," 
Stanley said. 

NFTA Executive Director Joseph 
Latona said he was surprised by 
Stanley's criticism, toting that 
Stanley visited Buffalo in October 
and praised the NFTA's efficiency 
and effectiveness ,, 

Latona, who called Stanley's re 
marks "rhetoric," said UMTA had 
praised the way the NFTA had 
carried out the light rail project

Dakota's No 1 industry 

"We wanted to do more than just 
talk to you and give you platitudes,'' 
proclaimed House Majority Leader 
Joe Barnett, announcing approval of 
the $95,000 trip 

The farmers, some of whom 
trekked hundreds of miles in school 
buses and pickup trucks to join the 
Farm Alliance Day, packed the 
gymnasium at Riggs High School to 
listen to speakers urging action to 
ease the nation's farm debt crisis 

THEN, BRAVING A WIND-chill 
factor of 4 degrees, they marched to 

the capitol with placards reading 
"Credit is debt, debt is a slavery" 
and "Save the family farm" for a 
45-minute rally 

Small businessmen closed their 
shops, and schools canceled classes 
in a show of support for the rally 
Tuesday, which swelled the city's 
population by 50 percent 

"What the rally is doing is to show 
there is unified concern from all 
segments of business in the state,
